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China seeks UNSC reforms
for developing countries

Silent on India’s inclusion

hina has maintained its stance

on the UN Security Council
reforms, saying there should be
more representation for develop-
ing countries, especially the small
and medium countries, but avoid-
ed a direct response to India and
other countries’ call for its expan-
sion and their inclusion.

Wang Yi, director of the Office
of the Foreign Affairs Commission
of the Communist Party of China
(CPC) Central Committee met
Tareq M A M Albanai and
Alexander Marschik, co-chairs of
the Intergovernmental
Negotiations (IGN) on UNSC
reforms, in Beijing on Saturday and
outlined China’s stand on the reor-
ganisation of the top organ of the
world body.

China is one of the five veto-
wielding members of the 15-mem-
ber UNSC along with France,
Russia, the UK and the US.

The remaining 10 members
are elected as non-permanent
members for two-year terms and
do not have veto powers.

India has been at the forefront
of the years-long efforts to reform
the Security Council, saying it
rightly deserved a place as a per-
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In his interactions with the
IGN representatives, Wang said in
the reform of the Security Council,
efforts should be made to uphold
fairness and justice, increase the
representation and voice of devel-
oping countries, give more small
and medium-sized countries the
opportunity to participate in deci-
sion-making and correct historical
injustices against Africa in partic-
ular.

It is hoped that the co-chairs
will guide all parties to remove dis-
turbances and build consensus so
that the reform process of the
Security Council will be widely
recognised by the international
community and the results will
stand the test of history, state-run

On April 25, India’s Permanent
Representative to the UN
Ambassador Ruchira Kamboj
while speaking at the UNSC said
India is right in demanding a
major course correction of the
UN’s top body when the world’s
largest democracy is kept out of the
global decision-making.

Kamboj questioned whether
the international community can
practise “multilateralism effective-
ly” in the 21st century through a
body that celebrates the principle
“to the victor belong the spoils”
privileged more than three gener-
ations ago.

How much longer will we
keep decorating effective multilat-
eralism with the intent of reform-
ing multilateralism with only
words and mere lip service? she
asked.

China has been maintaining a
vague stand on the UNSC reforms
over the years without making any
concrete proposals.

Court nixes plea for ownership
over Raj Kapoor's Havell in Pak

Peshawar (PTI): A Pakistani court has
dismissed a petition seeking ownership
over legendary Bollywood actor Raj
Kapoor’s Haveli in the historic walled city
here in the capital of Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa province, which has been
declared a national heritage by the
provincial government in 2016.

A two-member bench of the
Peshawar High Court comprising Justices
Ishtiaq Ibrahim and Abdul Shakoor on
Thursday dismissed the ownership case
of the petitioner. The court dismissed the
petition in light of an earlier judgment of
the same court pertaining to the acqui-
sition process of legendary actor Dilip
Kumar’s haveli in Peshawar’s famous
Qissa Khwani Bazaar, which had already
been declared a national heritage by the
federal government led by the then
prime minister Nawaz Sharif.

The Additional Advocate General of
the Khyber Pakhtunkhwa province told
the court that the provincial archaeolo-
gy department had declared the Kapoor
Haveli a national heritage in 2016 through
a notification.

On this point, Justice Shakoor asked
the archaeology department whether
they had any documents or proof that
indicated that the Raj Kapoor family ever
lived in the haveli.

Advocate Sabahauddin Khattak, the
counsel for the petitioner, Saeed
Muhammad, told the court that the
father of the petitioner had purchased the
mansion during an auction in 1969 after
competitive bidding, paid its cost and
remained as absolute owner till the com-
mencement of the acquisition process ini-

RSP to take a call on joining
Prachanda govt on Friday

Nepals Rastriya Swatantra
Party (RSP) will decide
whether or not to join the gov-
ernment at a party meeting on
Friday, a senior party leader
said on Monday, a day after its
Chairman Ravi Lamichhane
met Prime Minister Pushpa
Kamal Dahal ‘Prachanda’
here.

The RSP, the fourth largest
party in Nepal’s Parliament,
won two out of three seats of
the House of Representatives
in recently held by-polls, rais-
ing its tally in the lower house
to 22.

Speaking at a press confer-
ence after the central commit-
tee meeting of RSP on
Monday, RSP General
Secretary and Spokesperson
Mukul Dhakal said that a
meeting has been called for
Friday to decide on the issue
of the party joining the cur-
rent government, My
Republica newspaper report-

In Monday’s meeting, the
central members gave their
views on whether or not to
join the government, the
paper said.

The development comes a
day after RSP Chairman
Lamichhane met Prachanda at
the Prime Minister’s residence
on Sunday. Their meeting
assumed significance as the
Maoist leader has been trying
to persuade the former TV
journalist to join the govern-
ment to strengthen his fragile
ruling coalition.

The Prime Minister had
congratulated Lamichhane
over the phone immediately
after he was elected, and he
again congratulated him dur-
ing their meeting on Sunday,
Press Coordinator Surya
Kiran Sharma said.

The RSP was the third
largest member of the ruling
coalition in Nepal before quit-
ting the government after
Prachanda denied

Lamichhane’s reinstatement
to the post of Deputy Prime
Minister and Home Minister
after his citizenship controver-
sy.

’ Lamichhane’s Parliament
membership was revoked by
the Supreme Court earlier
this year after he was found
guilty of not producing a valid
citizenship certificate to con-
test the parliamentary elec-
tion. He was compelled to
obtain back his citizenship
and prepare for the by-elec-
tion.

The RSP has not yet with-
drawn its support to the
Prachanda-led coalition gov-
ernment, though its ministers
had already quit the govern-
ment.The ruling eight-party
coalition includes the Nepali
Congress, Communist Party
Nepal-Maoist Centre, CPN-
Unified Socialist, Nagarik
Unmukti Party, Janamat Party,
Janta Samajwadi Party,
Lokatantrik Samajwadi Party
and Rashtriya Janamorcha.

Sri Lanka PM keen to end
ethnic contlict by year-end

Sri Lankan President Ranil
Wickremesinghe on
Monday said he is keen on set-
tling the ethnic conflict with
the minority Tamil communi-
ty by the end of this year as he
emphasised that the cash-
strapped country could only
move forward with the IMF
bailout if this long-pending
issue is resolved.

Wickremesinghe, in his
message to mark International
Workers' Day, said that he
expects to reach an agreement
by the end of this year to solve
the country’s long-drawn eth-
nic conflict with the help of the
government’s commitment to
policies that benefit all commu-
nities in Sri Lanka.

“The country could only
move forward with the IMF
programme if two conditions
are fulfilled. One is that we
must resolve the ethnic conflict.
We are continuing our talks on
this”

“I hope to be able to come
to some agreement by this
year-end. We should not
undermine any community.
We must move forward pro-
tecting the Sinhala majority,
Tamil, Muslim, Burgher and
other minority groups. We
must be dedicated to achieving
that”, Wickremesinghe stressed.

The island nation has wit-
nessed a three-decade-long
brutal war with Lankan Tamils
in the North and East, which
claimed at least 100,000 lives.

Wickremesinghe, who
took over as the president last
year amidst the unprecedented
economic crisis and political
turmoil, earlier, underlined the
need to fully implement the
13th Amendment to the
Constitution to grant political
autonomy to the minority
Tamils in the country.

“We have created econom-
ic stability. No food shortages
now. Democracy is being prac-
tised in the country. Parliament
meets without threats.

“Turkish forces killed
IS chief in Syria’

Ankara(AP): Turkish forces
have killed the leader of the
Islamic State group during an
operation in Syria, Turkish
President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan said late Sunday.

Recep Tayyip Erdogan told
TRT Turk television in an
interview that the IS leader,
code-named Abu Hussein al-
Qurayshi, was killed in a strike
conducted on Saturday.

Erdogan said the Turkish
intelligence agency, MIT, had
been following him “for a long
time”

“We will continue our
struggle against terrorist organ-
isations without discriminating
against any of them,” Erdogan
said in the interview.

There was no immediate
confirmation from the IS

group.

Turkey has conducted
numerous operations against IS
and Kurdish groups along the
Syrian border, capturing or
killing suspected militants. The
country controls large swaths of
territory in northern Syria fol-
lowing a series of land incur-
sions to drive Kurdish groups
away from the Turkish-Syrian
border.

Abu Hussein al-Qurayshi
was named leader of the mili-
tant group after its previous
chief was killed in October,
with an IS spokesman calling
him “one of the veteran war-
riors and one of the loyal sons
of the Islamic State”

He took over leadership of
IS at a time when the extrem-
ist group has lost control of the
territory it once held in Iraq
and Syria.

Sudan’s warring sides agree
to negotiate, says UN envoy

Sudan’s warring generals
have agreed to send repre-
sentatives for negotiations,
potentially in Saudi Arabia, the
United Nations’ top official in
the country told The
Associated Press on Monday,
even as the two sides clashed
in the capital despite another
three-day extension of a frag-
ile cease-fire.

The talks would initially
focus on establishing a “stable
and reliable” cease-tire moni-
tored by “national and interna-
tional” observers, Volker
Perthes said. A string of tem-
porary truces over the past
week has de-escalated fighting
only in some areas, while in
others, fierce battles have con-
tinued to drive civilians from

their homes and push the
country into a humanitarian
crisis.

Perthes cautioned that
logistics for talks were still
being worked out. So far, only
the military has announced it
is prepared to join negotia-
tions, with no public word
from its opponent, the para-
military Rapid Support Forces.

Any talks would be the
first major sign of progress
since fighting erupted on April
15 between the army, led by
Gen. Abdel Fattah Burhan,
and the RSF, led by Gen.
Mohammed Hamdan Dagalo.

Around 530 people,
including civilians and com-
batants, have been killed since,
with another 4,500 wounded,
the Sudanese Health Ministry
said.

The United States, mean-
while, conducted its first evac-
uation of American civilians
from Sudan. Watched over by
US military drones, a group of
Americans made the perilous
journey by road from the cap-
ital, Khartoum, to the Red
Sea city of Port Sudan.

On Monday, a US Navy
fast transport ship took 308
evacuees from Port Sudan to
the Saudi port of Jeddah,
according to Saudi officials.

Explosions and gunfire
echoed in parts of Khartoum
and its neighbouring city,
Omdurman, on Monday, res-
idents said.

The two sides announced
late on Sunday they would
abide by a 72-hour extension
of their nominal cease-fire of
the past week.

World’s workers rally, France

P eople squeezed by inflation
and demanding economic
justice took to the streets
across Asia and Europe to
mark May Day on Monday, in
a global outpouring of work-
er discontent not seen since
before the COVID-19 pan-
demic sent the world into
lockdowns. French police
charged at radical protesters
smashing bank windows as
unions pushed the president to
scrap a higher retirement age.
South Koreans pleaded for
higher wages. Spanish lawyers
demanded the right to take
days off. Migrant domestic
workers in Lebanon marched
in a country plunged in eco-
nomic crisis.

While May Day is marked
around the world on May 1 as
a celebration of labour rights,

this year’s rallies tapped into
broader frustrations. Climate
activists spray painted a Louis
Vuitton museum in Paris, and
protesters in Germany demon-
strated against violence target-
ing women and LGBTQ+ peo-
ple.

Celebrations were forced
indoors in Pakistan and tinged
with political tensions in
Turkey, as both countries face
high-stakes elections.

Russia’s war in Ukraine
overshadowed scaled-back
events in Moscow, where
Communist-led May Day cel-
ebrations were once massive
affairs. Across Asia, this year’s
May Day events unleashed
pent-up frustration after three
years of COVID-19 restric-
tions.

This year’s events had big-
ger turnouts than in previous
years in Asian cities, as

Imran Khan’s demand that
the National Assembly be dis-
solved by May 14 for a success-
ful outcome of talks, Pakistan’s
ruling coalition has warned
the former premier that his
party will be the “ultimate
loser” if the parleys failed as the
polls can be delayed for a year.

Ahead of the third round of
talks between the Pakistan
Muslim League (Nawaz) (PML-
N)-led federal coalition and the
PTI scheduled for Tuesday, the
government told Khan that he
cannot hold talks at gunpoint.

“We want to tell Imran
Khan that he cannot hold talks
at gunpoint. The first condition
of talks is, there are no pre-con-
ditions. Khan is so desperate
that he wants his way or the
highway,” PML-N Secretary
General and Federal Minister
for Development Ahsan Igbal
was quoted as saying by the
Dawn newspaper.

The federal coalition
termed Khan’s ultimatum
“impracticable” and asked him
to be more flexible for the suc-
cess of this dialogue between
the government and the oppo-

sition, the report said on
Monday.

“If the talks fail, the ulti-
mate loser will be the PTI as
there is a provision for delaying
elections for a year under the
Constitution. Imran Khan has
warned of creating a law and
order situation in the country
(if polls are not held this July)
and in such a scenario, the elec-
tions will be delayed for anoth-
er year; Igbal said on Sunday.

The federal coalition par-
ties sat with the PTI with an
‘open mind, but Khan contin-
ued to ask for the dissolution of
assemblies (National, Sindh
and Balochistan) by May 14, he
said, adding that the demand is
not acceptable to the federal
coalition.

“The people of Sindh and
Balochistan cannot be pun-
ished for the folly of Imran
Khan who dissolved Punjab
and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
assemblies to force
elections. ..under the patronage
of his ‘handlers’ in the institu-
tions,” the minister said, adding
that Khan's Pakistan Tehreek-e-
Insaf (PTT) party would have to
agree on a code of conduct for
polls, besides the same-day
elections.
